Sentences

® A person shall enjoy the right and liberty in his or her life
and person.

® Everyone has the right to life, liberty and security of person.

® Everyone has the right to liberty and security of person. No
one shall be subjected to arbitrary arrest or detention. No
one shall be deprived of his liberty except on such grounds
and in accordance with such procedure as are established by
law. (International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights —
ICCPR)

Short Reading

® A state is comprised of four elements: government, territory,
population, and sovereignty. If one element is absent, it
disqualifies the area from being called a state. However, a
nation can be defined as a population who shares a similar
culture and ideals. A nation is formed as a result of a
common race, religion, language, territory, history, culture
or political aspirations. These elements are not essential and

are ever- Changing.




¢ The thirty-nine prisoners who were sentenced to death (the
Plaintiffs), claimed that while being prisoned at Klong Prem
Central Prison, Department of Corrections (the Defendant)
applied the instruments of restraints (chains) in massive weight
with prisoners in order to prevent the escape from custody. The
prisoners argued that such enchainment violated basic human
rights under the Constitution and against the law and UN Charter
on human rights.

® Even though the enchainment may affect rights and liberties of the
prisoners, it was a necessary measure to prevent the escape from
custody or doing harm to themselves or others. Thus, the act of
Department of Corrections in the enchainment of such prisoners
was not unlawful and not the wrongful act.
